Manuscripts must not have won first place in any
other writing contest.
• Submissions not in accordance with format and other rules will be disqualified.
• The Virginia Writers Club reserves the right to post a list of winners on our website and to post winning
entries for a period of up to one year. After the contest, all rights revert to the author.

FORMAT
• Cover sheet including: (a) name; (b) division; (c) category; (d) title.
•  All other pages with division, category, title and page number in header only. If author’s name appears
on any page of the manuscript other than the cover sheet, the entry will be disqualified.
• Submissions must include 2 copies of manuscript.
• Manuscripts must be in 12 pitch Times New Roman type.
• Manuscript is to be double spaced on 8-1/2 x 11 inch white paper with a one-inch margins – ragged
right margin. Poetry may be single spaced.

•  MIDDLE SCHOOL: Poetry, Fiction, Nonfiction
•  HIGH SCHOOL: Poetry, Fiction, Nonfiction

LENGTH • Poetry has a 40-line limit.
• Fiction and Nonfiction has a 1,500 word limit.
